Project Overview

We are proud to announce the commencement of a 
historic, religious, and socially beneficial project: the 
construction of a 108-foot tall Liberation by sight 
copper statue of Guru Padmasambhava on approximately 
45 ropani of land in Salleri, the headquarters of 
Solududhkunda Municipality, Solukhumbu District.

Solukhumbu has been recognized since ancient times 
as a sacred Himalayan region deeply connected to 
Buddhism and Guru Padmasambhava. The 
establishment of this grand statue on this holy land is 
truly a blessing for all.

The Significance of Guru Padmasambhava

Guru Padmasambhava (Guru Rinpoche) embodies the 
body, speech, and mind of all Buddhas across time. The 
Buddha himself foretold his arrival: 
“Eight years after I vanish from this world, a supreme 
being will be born in the northwest region of Udyana 
city, in the treasury ocean.”
Accordingly, Guru Padmasambhava manifested on a 
lotus flower in Udyana, spreading Vajrayana Buddhism 
across India, Tibet, Bhutan and Nepal. Revered as the 
Second Buddha, his compassion, wisdom, and power 
continue to bring swift benefits to beings in this age.

Generally, we do not have the opportunity to see a 
living Buddha directly. However, the Buddha said:
“Even if one cannot see the real Buddha directly, 
offering respectful worship to his representations is 
considered equivalent to worshiping the Buddha 
himself, and one earns merit accordingly.”
Thus, the merit gained by worshipping the Buddha in 
the past is equal to that obtained today through his 
statue . As long as the statue exists, merit flows 
continuously. Buddhist texts state that even the smallest 
contribution to the statue generates immense and lasting 

merit, making statue construction one of the highest 
meritorious acts.

Accumulation of Merit and Spiritual Growth

Happiness, peace, success, and spiritual advancement 
in life depend on the accumulation of merit. High 
spiritual qualities like bodhicitta, emptiness, and tantric 
realizations require abundant merit.
